2.0 WP2.1 Exchange of academic researchers and PhD students 

The initial collaboration was initiated between GU, UEP and QMUL. Partners discussed about upper limit for a PhD exchange grant and advertising documents. The upper limit for a PhD grant was advised to be approximately €5,000, but this will depend upon circumstances. Grants for the exchange of academic researchers will be paid from the partners own budgets, as arranged between the guest’s home institution and the host’s.
To enable the project to achieve the goal of 15 exchanges in the first 18 months all partners need to advertise this exchange program, to do this advertising materials need to be created.

Action Point 2 (QMUL, GU): will complete documentation and pass this onto partners. Date: 2006-01-27
3.0 WP2.2 Industrial placement of research personnel
EPFL: It is uncertain who pays for the placement?

EPFL have 2 possible placements in place. This placement scheme will also need to be advertised within the Network. The partners agreed to create advertising materials.

5.0 WP2.4 Summer schools and European Master and PhD program
The task is led by GET. Locations for 2006 / 2007, along with the organisation of the Summer Schools were agreed. A summer school is planed for each year during July or August. The summer school 2006 will be organized by the Activity leader GET and it is a main milestone.

Action Point 5 (GET): Will contact Paola Hobson (Motorola) to investigate if the 2006 summer school will be held jointly with aceMedia. Date: 2006-01-27
GU: The 2007 summer school will be run by GU.
The European Master and PhD program is planed in several phases. This represents the first phase towards the harmonization of high level education in Europe. This is a long term goal and will initially involve only a few partners.
The first phase of the Master program will be planned for September 2006, in which there will be sharing of materials across institutions but each will teach its own students locally from those common materials.
Action Point 6 (QMUL): QMUL will examine previous European MSc frameworks, e.g. KnowledgeWeb and other bodies such as Erasmus Mundus. Date: 2006-03-20
First phase for a proposition of a European Ph.D. Program: 
In this first phase, different initiatives will be promoted including: the establishment of a co-supervision framework, the introduction of special distinctions such as the European Doctorate distinction for Ph.D. thesis defended in front of a truly international board of experts. Ultimately, these actions will lead to a much stronger integration of doctoral programs between the universities of the network.
