Minutes

WP7, Introduction, Approval of agenda. There are six main activities in this work package. All of them run for the entire duration of project.

WP7.2, The K-Space conference will promote and support the flagship dissemination forum of the Network. The objective is to establish a conference series on the research areas of network. 

Yannis spoke about organisation of SAMT workshop. The call for papers is not yet issued. Also K-Space logo needs to be replaced with new one. Call for contribution will be sent to mailing list also to project clusters to encourage submission. Large sponsorship from K-Space, Motorola and others. Next step is to make sponsorships more formal.

Craig proposed to have place for cluster projects to advertise themselves.

Yannis told that they made invitation for people outside the K-Space, but didn’t get any response from K-Space partners. We have to encourage people to submit to participate.

ICANN conference, Friday 31st of March is deadline for submitting papers for special session, which will be held in Athens, Greece.

EKAW conference will be held in Prague, in October 2006, deadline for full paper is mid April 2006. 

WP7.1, An important tool of dissemination and promotion is K-Space web site. It is supporting delivery and spread of K-Space promotional material such as information leaflets, electronic newsletter, etc. 

Suggestion how to improve web site. We should put small introductory on first page, modify headlines sections. Links to items of interest on first page, and should be updated as soon as possible. Dissemination part should be across all site not in one part. Use event calendar and links for calls on papers. Put standardized acknowledgement online on web site.

AP.2.7.1 (QMUL): Get research description from each partner and put it on web site before 30th April. Should be online before 31st of May.

Advertising of papers should be online, as soon as we submit it, before publication.

WP7.3, Towards a scientific forum in multimedia knowledge extraction and analysis (DFKI, month 1-18). During first 18 months of K-Space the consortium will launch an association similar to the Dutch Stichting, German Verein or scientific society.

Thierry explaining options for stiftung and verein. Thierry’s preference is verein. Lynda will look up to the Dutch foundation structure and requirements.  

In May there will be next meeting, every package leader should attend. There will be further discussion about WP 7.3. Announcement mail will be sent. Proposed date 10th May in Berlin.

EPFL to propose topics for the book. First they need to do market research/survey first. Deadline M6 (June 2006). Craig said that book must bring many disciplines together.
