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Minutes

Introduction and approval of agenda. WP2, integration activities, this WP is dedicated to non technical activities aimed at fostering integration among K-Space partners.

WP2.3, Shared teaching resources (TUB, months 3-18), this activity is coordinated by the Technische Universitat Berlin and deals with sharing teaching resources amongst network participants.

First activity discussed is document repository system. Martin said that they are already using DSpace, and that plan for next six months is to create a structure.

Craig asked about types of document that can be used, is it only power points slides. Martin said that it could be power point slides and pdf as well.

Vojtech asked about use of semantic metadata and pointed that it is possible to use it. In future this question will be discussed further. 

Lynda said that is useful to have small requirements documents, so we could know will use documents. This will help us keep track of what could be done. Martin said that there is such document prepared and needs to be put online; also he needs some comments about it.

Domain for repository will be kspace-noe.net. Craig said that it needs registration form for access to resources.

WP2.4, Summer schools and European Masters and PhD program (GET, months 3-18). A summer school is planed for each year during July or August. The European Master and PhD program is planed in several phases. First long term goal is towards the harmonisation of high level education in Europe. 

Tassos spoke about organisation of summer school, joint event with AceMedia project, which will be held in Halkidhiki, this summer. He explained planned activities, course topics, important dates, submissions notifications registration, costs, funding.

They would like K-Space to sponsor with 10 000 Euros, where total cost will be around 60 000 Euros. Craig said that K-Space contribution will be discussed on steering board meeting.

 Question of industrial sponsorship was raised, and Tassos wasn’t sure if it’s possible to get them.

Vojtech asked about criteria for selection of students. If it will be mostly K-Space students or we want to attract people from outside. Tassos said that criteria will mostly be academic, publications. Point is that we want to attract as many people as possible. Focus is on external non K-Space students.

Craig raised question about list of lecturers and talks.

AP.2.2.1 (ITI): To finalize lecturers list before 30th of April.

Materials from summer school should go to teaching repository system. We need to speak with lecturers and to inform them that we intend to use these materials.

Next summer school will be held in Glasgow, in last week of August.

WP2.2, Industrial placements of research personnel, (UEP, months 6-18). This WP deals with industrial placements for Network members. The activity will start in month 1 and continue over the full project duration.

Vojtech presented what was done so far, action points from last meeting. We need to report on industrial placements; also we should complete 5 short term industrial fellowship by M18.

Progress made so far: Paola prepared draft of agreement for industrial placements, which is good way to start. She also prepared on page advert for companies. We have list of 19 industrial contacts, in big and small companies.

Craig clarified what are short term placements, and what is long term. Short term will mostly be for senior researchers and will last from few days to few weeks. Long term is mostly for PhD students, and lasts from few months to six months.

Vojtech raised question of financial issues, who will cover cost of placements. There are no funds in K-Space. Industry partners could cover expenses if duration of placement is long enough. Students who are going to industry should be students at the end of their PhD. Also they don’t have to remain students during whole placement.

 All uncertainties about managing PhD student placements in industry will be cleared at TMC meeting. Some of the uncertainties are: should student stop their studies during placements, what will students get from these placements, what is benefit for companies.

Flyer for industry placements is ready, so far only for PhD students, number should be adjusted. We need to extend list for potential industry partners for placements, and need to create list of all students so we would know what is available. Also we should include wishes in this list.

AP2.2.2 (UEP,QMUL): Get the flyer on site before 30th of April.

WP2.1, Exchange of Academic research personnel and PhD students (GU, months 1-18). This activity is concerned with mobility of academic members of the Network including PhD students.

We have advertisement material ready; problem is that we need to have at least one exchange in next three months, and at least 4 in next nine months. People are not so much interested as we could expect. Problem is with local rules for education system, for instance in Britain, where studies has to be finished in three years. Research away from home scheme could be solution.

Focus for exchange of students should be on K-Space PhD students. Lynda proposed that it is good idea to have a list of students for perspective exchanges.
