1.0 Introduction

Joeman Jose (GU) presented the welcome note and the agenda was approved by the group.

WP4.4: Context based Multimedia Mining:
The discussion on T4.4 context based multimedia mining was initiated by Joeman Jose (GU). The different contributions and collaborations were discussed in the meeting.

Some of the proposals for Multimedia mining proposed by Joeman Jose (GU) were context based mining from TRECVid collection.

Possible scenarios of mining from TRECVid collection discussed were listed below.

· Arabic news, Chinese news and USA news

· BBC Rushes collections

· Mining football video collection from DFKI

The discussion was proceeded on how to link them together, using multimodalities, such as audio, video and text for news and BBC rushes. For mining football video collection, audio and video will be used to identify different events.

WP4.5 – Intelligent User Relevant Feedback
