                 As requested by the ITEA office after the evaluation of the Passepartout Project Outline (PO) we, the consortium, have outlined in this letter the measures we have undertaken to address the mandatory improvements and modification in the full project proposal (FPP) enclosed. This letter, following your advice to other projects, is restricted to the mandatory measures taken in and references to in the FPP document enclosed.

· Technological state-of-the-art to be extended in relation to ongoing research projects (in particular Jules Verne)

· Technology state of art improved: new topics such as Blu-ray and WiMAX added to innovation goals

· The relationship of this project proposal with respect to Jules Verne and HD4U explained. (i.e. RAMPEG for Jules Verne and HD scalability for HD4U).

· Relationship to IST projects (OLGA, Icecream) and MEDEA+ project explained (BLAZE/HADES). Contacts made to the Melisa IST STREP project to define relationship in 2005/6.

· Evaluate market potential

· Market potential has been explained in terms of the importance to the European industry of Blu-ray technology coupled to new access technology such as WiMax and FTTH.

· Interactivity enhancement of Blu-ray is critical to the deployment of this new platform.

· Show clearly the innovative aspects of this proposal in particular in relation to the Jules Verne innovation goals.

· Innovation objectives have been moved from DVB (Broadcast) technology to a broader set of applications set including Blu-ray and WiMax access networks.

· Context of the project with respect to Ambient Intelligence explained.

· W3C open standards such as SMIL introduced via CWI

· Project offers European SME unique chance to understand Blu-ray PVR technologies.

· Exploitation perspectives to be provided per partner 

· Appendix 1.6 includes, next to the partner description a description of their role in the project and the competences they have available for the project.

· Also the individual PA project submissions are much more detailed on this point and explain the value of each sub-consortium to the national economy.

· Dissemination activities to be addressed

· Appendix 1.7 includes, next to the partner description a description of their role in the project and the competences they have available for the project.

· Role of each partner to be specified and associated manpower spending to be justified.

· Each work package has a specific description of the partners’ contribution to the level of activities.

Besides the above modifications and improvements the FPP description of the work packages, elaboration of the project and consortium description provide much more detail than the original PO. It should also be noted that between the PO and FPP submissions one partner left the consortium (Philips PDSL Leuven, Belgium) and a host of new partners joined the consortium. Also note that Blu-ray and WiMax technologies have been added that has a very positive impact on the deploy ability of the project achievements, and provide clear linkages to the 3rd call of the MEDEA+ programme.
